Carefully researched but maintaing a colloquial style and an ear for dialogue appropriate to the



subject matter, this is a highly readable, quickly-paced cross-section of the history of the US film
and TV industries using the through-line of writers’ relationship with their employers. It connects
dots between eras often left in discrete histories, providing reflections and echoes amid the
evolving, ever-present struggle for recognition, money, and control and how various successes or
failures in that struggle played out in events such as the blacklist or the scramble for new digital
media platforms.
